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ORDERING INFORMATION

IMPORTANT INFORMATION ABOUT OUR TREES

CONDITIONS OF SALE— All trees and shrubs distributed by Oklahoma Forestry Services (OFS) are to be used for natural resource conservation and for-
est management related projects. They must not be used for ornamental/landscape plants. Seedlings may not be resold as living plants. Violation of these
conditions will result in a $50/tree penalty and/or loss of opportunity to purchase seedlings for up to 5 years, depending upon the nature of the violation. By
purchasing these seedlings you are accepting agreement of the above “Conditions of Sale.”

ABOUT the SEEDLINGS—Seedlings are distributed as bare-root, one or two years old and 10 to 30 inches in height. A limited number of species are also
available as containerized seedlings for reforestation and windbreaks, or on difficult sites where an established root system provides an advantage. To as-
sure prompt and accurate delivery of your order, please read and observe the instructions which follow. Bare-root seedlings are generally available from
January through April and containerized seedlings are generally available in early March. All orders are on a first-come, first-served basis. If ordering after
February 1, it is advisable to call to determine species availability. If you will accept a substitution, you will be contacted to discuss a substitution. For more
information or assistance, call the Forest Regeneration Center at 405-288-2385 or 800-517-3673.

ORDERING AND PAYMENT - Order forms must be sent with payment to the Oklahoma Department of Agriculture, Food and Forestry. The seedlings are
distributed in single species bundles of 50 and the minimum order is 100 bare-root or 50 containerized seedlings. On credit card orders the cardholder
agrees to advance payment in amount of Grand Total and to perform obligations set forth in the Cardholder's agreement with the issuer.

CANCELLATIONS AND REFUNDS - Payment for orders cancelled by February 1, will be refunded less a $20.00 processing fee (allow 4 to 6 weeks
for refund). No refunds will be made on orders canceled after that date and the seedlings involved are the purchaser’s responsibility. Credit for future sea-
sons cannot be made for seedlings ordered and not utilized. No refunds will be made for less than $5.00, unless requested.

PICK-UP ORDERS - Orders may be picked up at the Forest Regeneration Center (FRC) in Goldsby, OK on FRIDAYS ONLY. You will be notified of the
date by post card or email about one week in advance. A package of 200 seedlings fits easily in the trunk of a small car. If you cannot pick up your seed-
lings on the date specified, please contact us at 405-288-2385 to make alternate arrangements. If other arrangements are not made they will be shipped
freight collect. If you change your order from a “Pick-Up” to a “Ship” order, you will be billed the price difference in advance.

OUR LOCATION - The FRC is located four miles south of Norman. Take the Goldsby/Washington Exit (Exit 104) from I-35 and follow the posted signs.
The FRC is just south and east of the David Perry Airport, east of I-35.

SHIPPED ORDERS - Orders are shipped via FedEx. Please be sure to complete the shipping directions portion of the order form. The preferred month of
delivery cannot be guaranteed because of weather conditions and other factors, but we will make every effort to deliver your order during the time period
specified. If you have flexible planting dates, please select “Whenever seedlings are available” on the form. A post card or email is sent to you when your
seedlings are shipped. If you do not receive your order within seven days, call FRC. If you are ordering containerized seedlings we encourage you to pick
up your order at the FRC if possible because of shipping and handling difficulties associated with these seedlings.

SPECIES SELECTION

Oklahoma Forestry Services suggests you consider the following when deciding which species will work for you:

1. Identify the growing region where your land is located. 2. |dentify the soil type and the moisture regime of the site in question.

3. ldentify those objectives that are environmentally feasible. 4. Select a tree species that when managed correctly will achieve the results you want.
If you would like assistance to determine which species will best meet your needs, call your nearest Oklahoma Forestry Services Office (see back cover).

USDA HARDINESS ZONES

Hardiness is affected by duration and intensity of sunlight, amount and timing of rain- S
fall, length and severity of summer drought, soil characteristics, slope, frost occur-
rence, humidity, and cultural practices.

MOISTURE - :
Moisture requirements are an important limiting factor on the range of the individual tree species. When considering the West
type of tree you want to plant, be sure to consider the amount of rainfall in the area where you want to plant the tree and
the moisture requirement of the tree. You can increase the chance of seedling survival if the moisture requirement of the
tree matches the moisture available in the area of planting. This map shows the three major moisture zones of Oklahoma.

Hardwood “Super-Cells” are hardwood trees grown in D-40 containers. These seedlings are great for wetland re-
serve programs (WRP) and "conservation” plantings on smaller acreages. If you are planting a windbreak, wildlife

habitat area or any other conservation planting, these seedlings may be just the

ticket. They are grown in containers that are 2 5/8 inches in diameter and 10 inches
long. The height of the seedlings from the tips of the roots to the top of the seed-

ling averages 20 to 36 inches.

Hardwood Super-Cell Prices

- These seedlings are $4.00 each and are only available in blocks of 25 per species.

- The minimum order is 25 trees. A flat of 25 costs $100.

Evergreen Containerized Seedlings

These container seedlings are grown in plastic tubes (D-16s) that are 2 inches in diameter and |
7% inches long. These containers are especially well-suited for plantings on harsher sites and -
should provide better survival than bare-root seedlings. These trees will still be in the tubes
and if you are not able fo plant them immediately, water them every other day or as needed.
The table below shows species available with descriptions and usage.

Evergreen Containerized Seedling Prices

- We do not recommend shipping these seedlings.
