Statewide Discussion: 
 

Somewhat cooler temperatures this morning will give way to increasing fire danger today as dry air settles in.  The 
National Weather Service has issued a Red Flag Warning today from 2:00 PM through 7:00 PM for northwest 
Oklahoma including: Harper, Woods, Ellis and Woodward Counties.  Fire weather in this area is expected to meet 
critical indices this afternoon as temperatures warm to 65°-70° and relative humidity registers 12-18%.  South 
winds will be 18-22 mph with frequent gusts up to 30 mph.  Rates of fire spread in this area can be expected to 
exhibit 400+ ft./min. in dormant fine fuels especially when wind and topography are aligned. Outdoor burning, of 
any type, in and around the watch area is strongly discouraged today. 
 
Dry and sunny conditions are expected across much of Oklahoma today with fire danger building in some areas.  In 
counties surrounding the Watch area, brief periods of critical fire weather may be present – especially in the Panhandle 
where relative humidity this afternoon is expected to be around 15% with winds out of the south around 20 mph gusting to 
near 30 mph.  Temperatures may approach the mid-60’s late this afternoon. 
 
Otherwise, temperatures 64°-68°, plentiful sunshine, and afternoon relative humidity values falling below 30% will 
encourage drying of fine fuels.  Light winds this morning becoming southerly by afternoon from 6-10 mph will moderate 
rates of fire spread absent of topography.
